TODAY'S SIGHTSEEING INCLUDES:  

¶ Rosslyn's Chapel - Rosslyn Chapel was founded on a small hill above Roslin Glen as a Catholic 
collegiate church (with between four and six ordained canons and two boy choristers) in the mid-
15th century. 

¶ Hadrian's Wall  - Hadrianõs Wall was the north-west frontier of the Roman empire for nearly 300 
years. It was built by the Roman army on the orders of the emperor Hadrian, following his visit to 
Britain in AD 122. At 73 miles (80 Roman miles) long, it crossed northern Britain from Wallsend on 
the River Tyne in the east to Bowness-on-Solway in the west. The most famous of all the frontiers of 
the Roman empire, Hadrianõs Wall was made a World Heritage Site in 1987.

Caernarfon is a walled town with a 
royal palace built by King Edward I.

¶ Walled City of Caernarfon 

¶ Castle of the Prince of Wales - The first fortifications at Caernarfon were built by the Romans with 
their fort, named Segontium, located on the outskirts of the modern town. The fort sat near the bank of 
the River Seiont, and it is highly likely that the fort was positioned here due to the shelter the position 
provided and as a river traffic stop to supply Segontium.
